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RESUMO

Este artigo tem como objetivo principal clarificar e compreender os conceitos de reconstrucao, reposicéo, recriacao,
versé&o e adaptacao, como ferramentas para desenvalver o ensino-aprendizagem da danca nas escolas artisticas. Procura
promover o espirito critico através da apresentacédo de diferentes formas de reinterpretacéo de obras coreogréaficas
e analisar a sua importancia nas diferentes abordagens das disciplinas de composicdo/criacdo coreografica, estudo de
repertorio e técnica de danca contemporanea. Nao se procura, no entanto, expor didaticas ou metodologias que guiem
os professores e criadores, mas sim destacar as diferencas, semelhancas e transversalidades destes conceitos no
ambito da educacéo para pratica performativa. Para além disso, destaca-se também a importancia do patriménio cultural
da danca através de diferentes formas de arquivo, como forma de transmissao de legados, garantindo a promaocao,
experimentacéo e reflexdo das obras nos sistemas de ensino artistico especializado e ensino superior.
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ABSTRACT

This article aims to clarify and understand the concepts of reconstruction, revival, recreation, version and adaptation,
as tools to develop the dance teaching in art schools. Want to promote critical thinking through different forms
of reinterpretation of choreographic works and explanation of its importance in the different approaches of dance
composition/choreography, repertoire studies’ and contemporary dance technique. There is no attempt, however, to give
any didactic or methodologies that guide teachers and creators, but rather to highlight the differences, similarities and
crossing of these concepts within the education for performance practice. Furthermore, also highlight the importance of
the cultural heritage of dance through various forms of archive, such as the legacy transmission, ensuring the promation,
experimentation and reflection of the works in the artistic education systems and college.
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
